In the academic world, science communication is indispensa-
ble. But also in non-academic environments it is becoming in-
creasingly important.  It is no longer only about sharing research 
results with colleagues from familiar fi elds during a conference. 
Science communication now comprises a growing number of 
communication channels and a diverse audience.

In order to communicate science, researchers need to adapt 
information to a specifi c target group and they have to choose 
their communication channels accordingly. Successful academic 
research requires society’s trust in researchers and communica-

ting science can help scientists earn that confi dence. The-
refore, researchers need to be able to explain their projects, 
their results and the necessity of their work to a non-scientifi c 
community.

An outstanding example of the need and the variety of science 
communication was given during the outbreak of the recent 
SARS-CoV-2 pandemic. Researchers had to work together 
across borders and disciplines, they had to consult politicians 
and further, they had to pass on information to the non-aca-
demic public.
